This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Barwic Parade Community Primary School, the music curriculum is delivered by Sing Education, a specialist provider. The comprehensive music curriculum aims to nurture confident, skilled, and culturally aware musicians who are well-prepared for a lifelong journey of musical exploration and expression. The curriculum aligns with the principles of the Model Music Curriculum, ensuring that pupils receive a high-quality, balanced, and inclusive music education.
Pupils receive 45 minutes to 1 hour of specialist music provision each week, as well as taking part in a 30-minute weekly singing assembly. Daily Collective Worships also feature an opportunity to sing when entering and leaving the assembly, covering a range of different genres, styles, and composers.
Within lessons, pupils cover the relevant curriculum objectives delivered by a specialist music teacher and experience a range of hands-on, fun activities to enhance their learning. Pupils are given the opportunity to play tuned and untuned instruments, including glockenspiels, recorders, ukuleles, drums, and untuned percussion. Singing is a large part of the Sing Education curriculum, and children sing in every lesson.
The school is fortunate to be partnered with the Richard Shepherd Music Foundation, which supports the use of Sing Education to deliver music lessons and extra-curricular activities across the school. This partnership also provides access to a wider range of musical experiences.
Potential next steps:
· Explore opportunities to further develop pupils' understanding of music theory and notation, enabling them to engage more deeply with the technical aspects of music.
· Investigate ways to integrate cross-curricular links between music and other subjects, such as using music to enhance learning in areas like history, geography, or literature.
· Consider incorporating more opportunities for pupil-led composition and improvisation, allowing them to develop their creative and expressive skills.



[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	 Barwic Parade Community Primary School offers a range of inclusive extra-curricular singing opportunities for pupils, including Young Voices, the Gabrieli Roar choir, the Christmas choir, and a Thursday ensemble group. These groups provide valuable experiences for pupils to develop their vocal skills and perform alongside highly trained vocalists.
The school has also held clubs that engage pupils in learning instruments and musical performance, such as keyboard club and ukulele club. The school is now looking to develop a percussion-playing club in the coming year, further expanding the instrumental opportunities available to pupils.
The partnership with the Richard Shepherd Music Foundation has been instrumental in providing access to a wider range of musical experiences for the school, including the Gabrieli Roar concert, where pupils have the opportunity to sing alongside professional vocalists and gain an understanding of instruments, performance, and conducting.
Potential next steps:
· Explore the possibility of offering instrumental lessons, either through the school or in partnership with local music providers, to give pupils the opportunity to develop their skills on a specific instrument.
· Investigate opportunities for pupils to form their own bands or ensembles, allowing them to collaborate and showcase their musical talents.
· Consider incorporating more opportunities for pupil-led music-making, such as allowing them to lead warm-ups or conduct their peers during rehearsals.



Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Barwic Parade Community Primary School provides a range of performance opportunities throughout the year, allowing pupils to learn, plan, and rehearse to produce a variety of performances that are shared with parents, carers, and the community.
The school's programme of music performance opportunities includes the Gabrieli Roar concert, the Selby Christmas Lights Switch-on, carols in care homes, the Reception/Year 1-2 Nativity, the Young Voices Concert, a Year 3/4 performance at Easter, and a Year 5/6 performance in the summer.
The school has also embraced the opportunity to participate in various events organised by the Richard Shepherd Foundation, including Make Music Day, which the school has taken part in each year of the partnership.
Potential next steps:
· Explore opportunities for pupils to perform in the local community, such as at community centres, nursing homes, or local events, to share their musical talents and connect with a wider audience.
· Consider incorporating more opportunities for pupil-led performances, where they can take on roles such as stage management, lighting, or sound engineering to develop a broader range of skills.
· Investigate the possibility of organising a school-wide music festival or showcase, where all pupils can participate and celebrate their musical achievements.

In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Barwic Parade Community Primary School is committed to building on the successes of its music provision and enhancing the curriculum further.
The school plans to investigate opportunities for pupils to access individual instrument lessons, either through the school or in partnership with local music providers. This would give pupils the chance to develop their skills on a specific instrument and deepen their musical understanding.
Additionally, the school aims to make connections with local musicians who can provide a wider range of musical experiences for the pupils. This could include workshops, masterclasses, or collaborative performances, exposing pupils to diverse musical genres and styles.
Potential next steps:
· Explore funding opportunities, such as grants or partnerships, to support the provision of individual instrument lessons and the engagement of local musicians.
· Develop a comprehensive progression plan for instrumental and vocal development, ensuring that pupils have a clear pathway to develop their skills over time.
· Consider incorporating more opportunities for pupils to showcase their individual musical talents, such as recitals or solo performances, to build confidence and celebrate their achievements.
