Implementation
Early Years
Music is an integral part of the Early Years Curriculum as it develops crucial listening skills. As such, it is taught through Phase 1 phonics sessions, as well as discreet teaching sessions. The children also have regular access to music based areas of provision in which to practice and embed their skills and learning. Both Nursery and Reception children also take part in a Christmas performance for their parents.

Key Stages 1&2
In Key Stages 1 & 2, the children are taught music in weekly sessions. Teachers use a bespoke curriculum (developed from the North Yorkshire County Council Primary Music Curriculum) appropriate to each age phase to support their teaching.
Musical opportunities are also built into other subjects across the curriculum where there are strong and relevant likes to be made. Key Stage 1 children perform in a Christmas musical each December, year 3/4 give a performance at Easter and year 5/6 give a performance at the end of the school year.
Pupils in KS2 have the chance to be involved in a Christmas choir who perform at the Selby Lights Switch-On in December in front of members of the public, as well as doing some Christmas fundraising by singing in supermarkets across Selby.
Pupils in Years 4,5 and 6 also have the opportunity to take part in Young Voices, in which they learn specially selected songs from a diverse range of sources. They then join with children from other schools to perform together as part of a massed choir of thousands.

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Intent
At Barwic Parade, we want to open up the world to our pupils, and music plays an important part in this. It is a universal language that everyone can understand. It is academic, physical and emotional.

Through their engagement in music lessons, we intend that our pupils will:
· sharpen their cognitive skills and increase their capacity to perform tasks that require sustained attention and careful listening and reading
· increase their collaborative skills through performing in groups
· develop their imagination and intellectual curiosity
· become more emotionally developed, empathic towards others and be better equipped to cope with negative emotions

We believe that children’s brains are muscles that need to be used and strengthened – that every child has the capacity to learn. Music study can help to build bridges between pieces of information within children’s working and long-term memory, resulting in their learning being more permanent. 



















Roles and responsibilities
Teachers are responsible for planning and delivering music sessions and opportunities to develop music. The music leader is responsible for:
· Promoting opportunities for music development across school. e.g. planning performance opportunities and musical experiences
· Promoting music through Young Voices club and Christmas choir
· Inspiring colleagues to deliver high quality teaching and learning opportunities.
· Writing, monitoring, and evaluating an action plan for music across the school
· Monitoring books, other evidence and learning of music throughout school.
· Planning and managing the budget for music
· Working to develop CPD amongst staff as needed

Assessment
Pupil achievement against the National Curriculum outcomes is tracked half-termly to show which children are working towards, meeting or exceeding the lesson objectives and which pupils are on track to be working the age related standard or beyond at the end of each Key Stage. Our skills progression document helps teachers with their assessment by breaking National Curriculum objectives into clear, specific success criteria.
Formative assessment strategies are used by teachers to track children’s progress, attainment and to identify areas of focus. Use of effective questioning and discussion, as well as tasks set, allows for all planning to be relevant to the needs of the class and adapted to suit individual learners with different needs. Skills are taught in small steps, they are practised, and they are repeated and revisited to enable children to deepen their understanding and improve their fluency.

Music vocabulary is used very specifically to talk about, and understand, music. It is taught within music sessions when it is relevant to the learning, helping to build stronger links between the word, its meaning and what it sounds like, or does, musically. New pieces of musical vocabulary are recapped at the beginning of the next music session to recall the learning and help embed it. A musical vocabulary glossary is included in the skills progression document to ensure that teachers are able to define vocabulary correctly and consistently across the school.
