	Engage in Wiggle and Squiggle dances and mark making
Engage in Dough Disco with increasing accuracy
Challenge self to climb with more confidence, carry heavier and more awkward objects, show more control over large movements
Shows increasing control in use of small tools e.g. scissors, pens, pencils etc.
	Engage in Wiggle and Squiggle with more accuracy – apply the movements to letters
Engage in Dough Disco with increasing accuracy
Moves with more control – notices and adapts movement for obstacles
Can manipulate tools to have a desired effect

	
	Develop the overall body strength, co-ordination, balance, and agility needed to engage successfully with future physical education sessions and other physical disciplines including dance, gymnastics, sport, and swimming.
Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely, and confidently. Suggested tools: pens, pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks, spoon and gardening utensils. 
Use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor.
Develop overall body-strength, balance, co-ordination, and agility.

	Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar
Explore different materials freely, in order to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make
Create closed shapes with continuous lines, and begin to use these shapes to represent object
Listen with increased attention to sounds
Remember and sing entire songs

	Begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment
Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them
Draw with increasing complexity and detail
Pitch match and sing a melodic shape
	Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and construction kits
Join different materials together and explore different textures
Show different emotions in their mark making
Respond to what they have heard, expressing thoughts and feelings
Improvise a song around one they know.
